


Dear Dharma friends,

We have invitedDzongsar Khyentse Rinpoche to per-
form the Tseyang Khatro ritual for wisdom, pros-
perity and longevity in Hong Kong, assisted by 12
lamas from the Kingdom of Bhutan.

Tseyang Khatro is a profound Vajrayana Buddhist
ritual practice. This (Hidden TreasureOteaching was
discovered as a visionary revelation by the great 17th
century mahasiddha,Lhatsun Namkha Jigme. The
teaching benefited a lot of people at that time, but
was later lost and subsequently it was rediscovered
by the great master/amyang Khyentse Wangpo in
the 19th century.

This practice is based on the Vajrayana view of the
innate purity of all the phenomena. Through medi-
tation on this primordial pure nature, in the form of

a deity and mandala, many virtuous qualities and
conditions may be invoked. Buddha Ratnasambhava
is the lord of the Ratna Family which embodies the
quality of richness. The meditational deity in this
practice is Guru Padmasambhava in the aspect of
Ratna Totrentsel. Through the practice of this
sadhana, essential conditions for increased prosper-
ity and longevity are established.

Time and venue - The offering ritual will be held
from July 1 to July 3, 2002 (9:00 am to 9:00 pm) at
the Harbour Plaza Resort City Hotel in Tin Shui
Wai, New Territories in Hong Kong. You can par-
ticipate in the function at any time during this period.
Dzongsar Khyentse Rinpoche will preside at the puja
on 2 & 3 July 2002.

The hotel, located in the Tin Shui Wai district about
40 minutesQdrive from Central, was selected to fa-
cilitate the various activities specifically required in
the ritual, and also to provide a suitable environ-
ment for group practice, away from the summer
heat.

As the venue cost and travelling expenses of the la-
mas are quite substantial, your generous sponsor-
ship will be much appreciated.
